We will begin Phonics this half term.
Phonics is about learning the letter

sounds to support reading. The sounds
we will be focussing on are;

- s, a, t, i, p, n, m, d, g, o
The tricky words we will focus on are;

- I, no, go, to, the, into
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Understanding the World Expressive Arts and Design Mathematics

We will look at what makes us the same and
differences and find out why we are all

special.
At Forest School we will explore our natural

environment and look at the seasonal
changes.

The children have access to a wide range of
creative resources such as paint, playdough,
pencils and pens. We also have dedicated

areas for role play, music, singing and dancing.
Throughout the term we will focus on skills

linked to these areas.

We will begin our Maths sessions by
looking at sorting, matching and

comparing objects by quantity. We will
introduce the language of same/different

and more/fewer.
