We are working on developing a sense of
responsibility in our nursery, in our school

and in the wider community. We are working
towards remembering ways to stay safe in

and out of school, talking about and following
rules.

We will learn and use new vocabulary, inspired
by topic related fiction and non-fiction books.
We will continue to follow our listening rules,
‘look at the person who is talking,’ ‘sitting still,’
‘listening to ALL of the words’ and ‘being quiet.’
Being a good listener is really important!

Physical Development Books we will be reading Literacy

We will continue to develop our core muscles
using the equipment in our outdoor areas.
We will be taking part in ‘Squiggle while you
Wiggle’ to strengthen big muscles and will
continue to build the small muscles in our
hands and fingers during ‘Play dough Disco.’

Our texts this half term will include;

-The Very Hungry Caterpillar

-Superworm
-The Very Lazy Ladybird

-Caterpillar Shoes

-Twist and Hop Minibeast Bop

We are learning new nursery rhymes and
songs. We will be listening for words that

rhyme in songtime and at storytime. We will
also begin to listen for initial sounds in
words and match objects with the same

initial sounds.
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Understanding the World Expressive Arts and Design Mathematics

We will learn about life cycles by watching
caterpillars transform into butterflies. We will
think about ways to look after living things
and think about what living things need to

thrive. We will continue to grow plants in our
garden and think about foods that we can

grow and eat.

We are learning to think of different ways
to join materials together. We will have the
opportunity to experiment, design and
create using a wide range of resources.
We will use our imaginations to develop
our small world play, using a variety of
natural resources and ‘minibeasts.’

We are learning to develop fast recognition
of objects up to 3 (subitising) talking about
what we can see (1, 1 and 1, 2 and 1). We
will continue to recite numbers to 10 and

link numerals and amounts to 5

PE Free Flow Bedtime Stories

P.E. day for nursery is Tuesday.

Please send your child wearing leggings or
joggers on these days.

It would also be useful for your child to wear
footwear that they can take off and put on by

themselves.

We access our outdoor areas daily, with the
doors open for free flow access during our
play and learn sessions. Therefore, suitable
clothing is important, including sensible
footwear. Unfortunately, this may mean

that your washing pile grows each day, but
mess means the children are exploring

their senses and having fun!

Each week for this half term, we will send home
a storybook for you and your child to share
together. These stories will be sent home in
book bags or large rucksacks only, so please

make sure your child brings this with them. We
cannot send books home in small bags where

the books may get bent.
Inside the book, there will be a ‘speech bubble’
for you to write a comment eg. ‘Our favourite
part of the book was….’ Please return the

‘speech bubble’ with the book.

Additional Information

All uniform, coats, bags and bottles need to
be clearly named please. Gloves, scarves and
hats also need to be named, as these can

easily get lost.

Please encourage independence at home
when getting dressed. The children love to
be praised for putting on socks and shoes

after P.E and also for putting on their
jumpers and coats independently.

Please can we also remind you to send a
separate named bag of spare clothing with
your child in case they need a change. As the
weather improves (fingers crossed!) please

send your child with a sun hat (clearly named)
for protection when playing outside.
